Integrated Transportation
Infrastructure for Global
Competitiveness

The Canada of the future will be served by a highly inte-
grated transportation and logistics network that includes ship-
ping, ports, terminals, pipelines, railways, trucking and others:
one that is capable of delivering goods efficiently, enabling
Canadian industry to compete globally. It will enable a greater
use of technology to track goods, cross borders and guarantee
security in ways that we can only imagine.

Canada is blessed with an abundance of natural resources,
including energy, grain, forestry and mining products; a
vibrant manufacturing sector producing vehicles, chemicals,
foods and goods of all description. A trading nation, Canada
is constantly seeking to develop new markets through
trade agreements.

The infrastructure requirements that will enable Canada to
create transportation, logistics and supply chain that will be
the envy of the world, require a great deal of planning, invest-
ment, innovation and collaboration. The optimization of the
supply chain requires a long view, since many of the policies,
plans and investments will take years to develop.

In a world of competing interests, it is incumbent upon the
active participants in the transportation network to tell the
story of the transportation network and supply chain. They
need to illustrate what it means to the country, to customer
businesses and to individual Canadians and how it touches
communities, enables global competitiveness and creates jobs
in Canada. The story of the transportation network needs to
be told to policy and decision makers of all levels and stripes.
Until recently, there was no single voice for the transportation
sector in Canada.

Several organizations are working together to collaborate
on transportation and supply chain issues; Westac in western
Canada and individual associations: including the Railway
Association of Canada; the Shipping Federation, the Canadian

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Trucking Association and the Canadian Energy
Pipeline Association, to name a few. While each
of these organizations tells a part of the story,
there is a need for one voice to speak on behalf
of the transportation network as a whole and a
single forum enabling collaboration of all parties
from coast to coast.

In the complex public policy domain, where
there are competing interests and limited
resources available, large, multi-interest coali-
tions have an advantage over single interests.
The Canadian Manufacturing Coalition is a good
example of a successful coalition, working with
a common purpose. This particular coalition is
coordinated by the Canadian Manufacturers and
Exporters Association, and built on a foundation
of a greater understanding of the role and impor-
tance of manufacturing in Canada and the ability
for Canadian-based manufacturers to compete in
a global economy. It was only after this founda-
tion was built that manufacturers were able to
persuade policy makers to work with them on
solutions to manufacturing problems, includ-
ing attracting new investment, resolving border
issues, reducing regulatory burdens and enhanc-
ing competitiveness.

The first meeting of a Transportation Coalition
was held on Feb. 14 of this year, with broad rep-
resentation from both the transportation indus-
try, Westac and the VanHorne Institute. Other
organizations, including the Canadian Energy
Pipeline Association, have also been participat-
ing in the discussions so far. Participants of the
first meeting included:

- The Association of Canadian Port
Authorities (representing ports, terminals and
other marine operators)

- The Shipping Federation of Canada (repre-
senting owners, operators and agents of ships)

- The Canadian Shipowners Association
(representing the interests of Canadian com-
panies with domestically flagged vessels)

- The Railway Association of Canada (repre-
senting freight and passenger railways)

-+ Westac (transportation forum of major
organizations including service providers,
labour unions, shippers, policy-makers and
regulators)

- The National Airlines Council (trade associa-
tion representing Canada’s largest passenger
air carriers)

- The Canadian Airports Council (the voice of
Canada’s airports within Canada)

The meeting on Feb. 14 was the first one,
and the coalition is currently an informal one. To
begin our work, we agreed to share information
regarding our economic impact and to develop a

I’Association des chemins de fer du Canada,

la Fédération maritime, I’Alliance canadienne

du camionnage et I’Association canadienne

de pipelines d’énergie, pour n"en nommer

que quelques-unes.

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A $100 million intermodal terminal wiII
be built in Salaberry de Valleyfied, west
of Montreal, once CSX Corp. gets approval
from the Canadian Transportation Agency
for the 36-hectare facility.

It would give Canadian companies
shipping by containers direct access to the
CSX rail network in the United States, said
Michael Ward, the railway’s Chairman,
President and CEO. The railway oper-
ates 21,000 miles of track in 23 states
east of the Mississippi as well as Ontario
and Quebec.

Trains serving the terminal will connect
through the northwest Ohio intermodal

hub, which €SX expanded last year, offer-
ing quick and efficient access to markets
across the United States. CSX includes a
related $14-million capacity expansion of
its railway facilities in Massena, New York.

“We believe this new terminal will pro-
vide immediate and long-term benefits,”
Ward told a news conference. It “will
provide an anchor for the development of
new business, helping boost the economy
and create jobs while helping the envi-
ronment and reducing congestion on the
highways.”

If CTA gives the project a green light,
the terminal could be open in 2015, he

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added. It's expected to create about 600
jobs during construction-and another 300
jobs at or related to the terminal.

The terminal will be able to handle
up to 100,000 containers per year, using
modern, rubber-tire gantry cranes to
transfer containers between trains and
the trucks that will bring the shipments to
the facility or complete the delivery of the
ones arriving from the U.S.

CSX will also relocate a portion of its
main line in residential areas of Salaberry-
de-Valleyfield to a location south of
Autoroute 530 alongside the new termi-
nal in the industrial park.

its roots in Quebec back 125 years to the St.
Lawrence and Adirondack Railway, Ward said.

Located in the Perron Industrial Park, the
terminal will be close to the newly-completed
Autoroute 30, providing easy access to the
Montreal metropolitan region as well as eastern
Ontario. The Quebec Ministry of Transportation
and the city will undertake about $21.6 million
worth of local road improvements to improve
access to the facility.

Ward said the facility poses no threat to the
existing intermodal business of CN, CP or the
Port of Montreal. The railways operate east-west
“while our business is primarily north-south.”

As for the port, “we anticipate the flow (of mer-
chandise) to go both ways.” It could result in
increased cargo traffic, including to and from the
Port of Montreal. “That two-way flow is the best
way to do it. It means you don’t move any empty
containers.”

“The expansion is more as a complement
to the infrastructure project of the port,” said
Quebec Transport Minister Sylvain Gaudreault.

The completion of Autoroute 30 “was
extremely important, a perfect, critical element
for us,” Ward said, “because it gave us direct
access to Montreal by truck. That was the key.”

The new CSX facility in northwest Ohio will
enable the railway to consolidate traffic to go into
smaller markets like Cincinnati, Detroit and even
further south, Ward noted. “We think it will give
access from Montreal to move products into those
new markets.”

(SX won't use the terminal to move oil or
other bulk commodities, Ward said. “This will be
for containers. We want to move Canadian-made
products, we want to move United States-made
products, we just want to move products, and
we want to move them both ways, because you
don’t want the containers going back empty.” &

CP CEO Hunter Harrison says his railway has
launched a go-forward plan for change that will
greatly improve service, increase the railway’s
efficiency, lower cost and grow the business.

Among projects CN has already announced
are intermodal terminals in the U.S. and the
Calgary Logistics Park. It is also adding informa-
tion technology to improve service and operating
efficiency.

In addition, CN will target approximately

“This new facility,
along with CP’s 10 other intermodal locations,
will enhance our competitive access to key North
American and world markets.”

Loblaw, Consolidated Fastfrate (CFF) and the
Yanke Group of Companies have located distribu-
tion centres at the Hub. 0’Hagan said locating
customer facilities “adjacent to high-capacity
intermodal facilities drives superior efficiencies
and service levels.”

Customers are showing their appreciation for
the change in attitude at CP, Harrison notes. “We
are hearing feedback from customers that they

are seeing and liking the results. The reduced
number of assets and the decentralized decision
making within the organization will allow us

to appropriately size to any changes in market
conditions. I have always maintained that by
focusing on the best possible service, along with
appropriate cost containment, the operating
ratio will take care of itself. CP is no different; we
already see the service and related bottom line
benefits of our early actions. It's an exciting time
to be a part of this great franchise.”

“CP has many talented railroaders who want
to win,” he adds. “Together we are squarely
focused on improved service and becoming the
low cost carrier. This will allow us to continue to
grow with our customers.” CP will keep work-
ing on various plans to improve service reliabil-
ity, increase the railway’s efficiency, and grow
the business.

“We will continue to drive our service offering
while focusing on taking unproductive costs out
of the business,” he observes.

In these times of economic uncer-
tainty and fierce competition ... we need to be
able to deliver a level of service that can only be
achieved if we have a more flexible workforce.”
The opportunity and benefit to the company
are obvious.

deploy trained people where and when
they are needed most in order to meet
the needs of the customer.

“But the real
benefit is in minimizing potential layoffs
in the future. We have a trained and
seasoned workforce. We do not want to
lose anyone in an economic downturn if
we can help it.”

The benefits for workers hired into
a flex position are many: cross training
in a variety of job functions, diversity,
as well as being able to work in various
areas within the company. Ultimately it
will also make them more marketable.
“We know people may want to move
on, but we want them to think of SRY as
one of the best places where they have
worked ... and maybe someday they
will come back.”

The jury is still out on whether or not
all employees support the concept. “In a
way, it goes against how we have done
things over the last 100 years.” Initially
it was felt that their coworkers would
not accept the flex employees; however,
that does not seem to be a problem.
Not only are the flex employees now
accepted as part of the workforce, other
employees are beginning to recognize
the advantage to their own work of
being able to draw on an experienced
resource when it is needed to get
a job done.

The link to future job security is less
obvious. It is still easier to convince
people that flexibility is a threat to job
security rather than see the inherent
opportunity for coworkers that such
flexibility will bring relative stability to
the workforce, thereby decreasing the
possibility of layoffs. “In a few years,
flex positions will be a normal part of
our workforce ... the culture will have
shifted to include flexibility as simply
the way we do things at SRY.” &

Short Line Acquisition is
All about Continuity

With the approval of the U.S. Surface Transport
Board for the acquisition of Rail America’s North
American properties by Genesee & Wyoming, the
Canadian operations are being welcomed into
their new family, says Mario Brault, President of
Genesee & Wyoming Canada.

Brault and his management team have met
the management and staff of the Rail America
operations in Ontario and Nova Scotia. “I have a
very good feeling about these employees,” he
said in an interview. “They are professional and
dedicated and are looking forward to the future.”

For most of them, the change of ownership
will have little effect on their daily jobs. “We
have retained the local management of these
lines and the general manager for each one
remains in place. They will have the same local
marketing and sales managers. We want to
ensure there is continuity.”

Instead of reporting to the former Rail
America headquarters in Jacksonville, Fla., the
former Rail America lines in Canada will deal with
Jean-Marc Montigny, the G&W Canada’s senior
vice president of operations based in Montreal.
“We like to think that they will get faster answers
on administrative issues.”

With the employees reassured, Brault and his
team are turning their attention to the customers.
“With our regional management team, we are
now meeting shippers to tell them the service
will continue and even be improved if we can.”

In addition to its Quebec Gatineau Railway,
Huron Central Railway, Chemin de fer St-Laurent
& Atlantique (Québec), St. Lawrence & Atlantic
Railroad, Western Labrador Rail Services and
Services Ferroviaires de |'Estuaire (Quebec City
port railway operations), the Canadian com-
pany has gained the Goderich - Exeter Railway,
Southern Ontario Railway, the Cape Breton and
Central Nova Scotia Railway and the Ottawa
Valley Railway from Rail America.

G&W also has signed an agreement to
build and operate a 21-kilometre line in north-
ern Quebec from a new iron ore mine to
Schefferville.

Both G&W and Rail America had good rela-
tions with CN and CP and that too will continue in
the future, Brault added.

With the Rail America acquisition wrapped
up, G&W Canada will keep looking at other pos-
sible rail acquisitions, he noted. Neither CN nor
CP are offering spin-offs at the rate that they did
at the start of the short line boom in the 1990s.
“However we're open for business and we’ll be
looking at any new opportunities,” he explained.

The economic climate in Europe didn’t help
things at home, as recurring crises out of the
European Union affected confidence, markets
and hiring in the U.S and Canada. While the
worst seems to be over for the eurozone after
a strong declaration by the European Central
Bank that it will defend the euro by any means
necessary, weak economic performance there is
expected to continue well into 2013.

Interest rates

External risks, sluggish domestic investment
and a drop in exports all contributed to minimal
Canadian growth in the third quarter of 2012.
The Bank of Canada has maintained its 1.0 per
cent policy rate since September 2010 and the
central bankers have now been left to twiddle
their thumbs until situations improve in the U.S.,
Europe and developing economies. Gradual rate
increases aren’t expected until at least Q1 2014.
